How have national events of the last millennium changed the city of Norwich? (Year 9 History Unit)

Would a centegenarian recognise Norwich at the new millennium?
	About the unit

This unit is designed to leave the pupils with a personal lifelong interest in History.

This unit allows the pupils to re-visit topics they have studied in previous years at KS3. The topics are looked at using prior knowledge and consider the impact this period would have had on the City of Norwich. Pupils will make use of the concepts of Chronology, Causation, Change and Continuity. The skills of Enquiry, Using Evidence and Conclusions will all be addressed through lessons and final outcome. The tourism based activity provides a practical purpose to the History taught.

Where the unit fits in

This is the final unit taught at KS3 for 91S who will not continue with History at KS4. This unit allows the pupils to reflect on their prior learning and link it chronologically to their local city in order to see the impact of these events on a local community.
	Expectations

At the end of this unit

most pupils will: 
Produce a promotional tourist leaflet/media for Norwich which links their learning through KS3 to their local city of Norwich. They will identify the key events studied and how they had an effect on Norwich. They will take part in a field study of Norwich and collect evidence identifying change.

some pupils will: 
Begin to explain the impact of events discussed on Norwich and its people. Events from the key stage will be selected to show the biggest impact on the city.

a few pupils will: 
Use skills of independent learning to support work. Focus on change and identify why some events had a greater impact than others on the city and its people. The leaflet produced will begin to explain long term and short term effects of change.
