Focus of reading and note-making

Whether or not Asquith supported the suffragettes
When making notes:

1. First, know what you want to find out – in this case the attitudes of Asquith to the suffragettes.

2. Scan for key words in the text – in this case ‘Asquith’, ‘prime minister’, ‘suffragettes’.

3. Once you have scanned for the key words, read this part of the text more closely. Highlight or underline relevant points in green if they suggest that Asquith supported the suffragettes and red if they suggest that Asquith did not support the suffragettes
4. Note down the relevant points.
